REGULATIONS CONCERNING THE STAY OF PERSONS WHO HAVE BEEN DETAINED OR BROUGHT TO DETENTION CENTRES IN STATE OF INTOXICATION AND PLACED THERE UNTIL SOBER
&1.1 A person who has been detained or brought to a detention centre to stay there until sober should immediately:

1) be informed about his/her rights and liabilities;

2) be presented a copy of these Regulations;

3) be informed about the fact that the facility is equipped with a 24 h monitoring system if such is the case.

2. If a person who has been detained or brought to a detention centre in order to be placed there until sober does not speak Polish, he or she should be offered an interpreter’s service in order to be able to communicate any issues concerning the stay in the detention centre.
3. If the contact with a detained person or a person who has been brought to the detention centre is difficult due to the impairment of consciousness, the action described in detail in section 1 above should be resumed after the reasons due to which it was impossible have ceased to exist.

4. The fact of fulfilment of the duties mentioned in section 1 above should be recorded in a duty log book placed in detention centres, hereinafter referred to as “the duty log”.

&2.1 The following persons are not admitted into the detention centres:

1) subject to the provisions of point 3 below- minors who according to relevant regulatory provisions should be placed in juvenile correctional facility;
2) pregnant women who have completed the 28th week of pregnancy and nursing mothers;

3) persons who have been detained or brought to the detention centre in order to be placed there until sober if the documentation which is the basis of their admission to such centre is incorrect;

4)persons who have been detained or brought to the detention centre in order to be placed there until sober if they do not have the doctor´s certificate mentioned in & 6.

2. If the person has not been admitted to the detention centre this fact should be recorder in the duty log together with the reason for the rejection of such person.
3. The provision of section 1 point 1 does not apply to minors who have committed a punishable offence and who are under the influence of alcohol or other intoxicating substance.

& 3.1 A detained person who has been placed in the detention centre should be immediately released:

1) when the reason for detention has ceased to exist;

2) upon the instruction or order of the court;

3) upon the instruction or order of the prosecutor:
4) within 48 hours from the detention unless such person has been handed over to court together with a motion for summary arrest;

5) if this person has not received a summary arrest notification within 24 hours from the moment he or she has been handed over to court.

2. At least two hours before the end of detention period a head of a police unit or other responsible body which is in charge of the detained person should be informed about the fact that the detention period is about to expire and he or she shall determine further steps to be taken with respect to the detained person.
3. The fact of forwarding information specified in sections 1 and 2 above should be recorded in the duty log.

&4. A detained person who is placed in the detention centre until sober should be released:

1) the moment he or she becomes sober, however not later than 24 hours from the moment of detention;
2) on the basis  of a doctor´s certificate stating that further detention may present the risk to the health or life of such person.

& 5.1 An intoxicated person detained until sober should be immediately examined by the doctor after detention and in justified cases he or she should receive relevant treatment or be administered first aid if required.

3. Examination and treatment should be carried out by a doctor, a medical aide or a nurse in compliance with medical standards and powers of each profession. 
4. The course and results of examination and treatment carried out in detention centre should be recorded in a medical visit log.

5. An intoxicated person shall not be subject to any examination or treatment if he or she has already received it prior to detention or stay in the detention centre.

6. If any serious impairment of health of an intoxicated person has been determined as a result of examination or if there is any reasonable suspicion that such impairment may exist, ambulance or emergency service should be notified thereof immediately.

& 6. A person can be detained in a detention centre after he or she has been examined by a doctor who issued a certificate stating that there are no contraindications to the detention if such person:
1) a pregnant woman;

2) has consumed alcohol or is intoxicated, has consumed other intoxicants or barbiturates;

3) has visible injuries or has taken part in a fight;

4) has declared that he or she suffers from a condition requiring periodic or permanent treatment;

5) has required medical help;

6) presents mental disorder symptoms or if there is any information indicating that this person may suffer from an infectious disease.

& 7.1 Upon admission to the detention centre a person who has been detained or brought to the centre to be placed there until sober has to:

1) give personal data, address of permanent residence and relevant health information;

2) hand over the following objects which will be returned to him at the end of the detention period:
a) identification documents, money and other means of payment, valuable objects (e.g. a wedding ring, a signet ring, a watch etc.),

b) any equipment which is used for communication purposes and also for recording and reproduction of information,

c) any objects which could constitute a threat to safety and order in the detention room, and especially the objects which have sharp ends or sides (such as razors, razor blades, equipment for cutting metal), paralysers, intoxicants, barbiturates and alcohol, as well as shoe laces, a belt, a scarf, matches and a lighter or other object the size or number of which may put at risk the safety of the stay or the order of the detention room.
2. A person who has been detained or brought to the detention centre to be placed there until sober shall be searched for documents, means of payment and any other items which should be temporarily deposited for safekeeping until the end of the detention period.

& 8.1. The items listed in & 7 section 1 point 2 shall be recorded together with the specification of their individual characteristics on a safekeeping receipt signed by a person who has been detained or placed in the detention centre until sober and a police officer who has received them.

2. If a detained or intoxicated person to be placed in the detention centre refuses to sign a safekeeping receipt or is unable to do so, such fact should be recorded on a safekeeping receipt together with an indication of the presence of another police officer who should confirm the above fact by signing the receipt.

& 9.1  A person who has been detained or brought to a detention centre to be kept there until sober shall be placed in a detention room and given a place to sleep by a police officer on duty or in charge of the detention room.

2. Persons of different sexes shall be placed in separate rooms.

3. An intoxicated person shall not be placed in the same room as a sober person.

4. A minor should not be placed in one room with the adults.

& 10.1 A person who has been detained or brought to a detention centre to be placed there until sober can use his or her clothes, underwear and shoes.

2. Detention clothing should be given to a convict, defendant or a suspect if he or she has been involved in or suspected of:
1) committing a crime related to terrorism,

2) participation in an organized criminal group,

3) committing a crime with extreme cruelty, with the use of firearms or explosives.

3. If the objects listed in section 1 are unfit for use or if they should not be used for hygiene reason a person who has been detained or brought to the detention centre in order to become sober can receive necessary clothes, underwear and shoes.

4. A decision to grant free clothing, underwear and shoes to a detained person or a person who has been placed in the detention centre until sober is taken by a head of a police organisational  unit relevant to the location of the detention centre or a person authorised by a head of such unit.

5. A person placed in the detention room shall receive free of charge personal hygiene products and especially soap and a towel for the duration of the detention period.

6. During curfew and also in justified circumstances at a different time of the day a detained person shall receive a mattress, a head-rest, a blanket (in autumn and winter he or she shall receive two blankets) as well as bedding, such as two sheets and a pillow-case for his or her personal use.

7. An intoxicated person who has been detained shall receive the items listed in section 6 for the duration of his or her stay in the detention room.

& 11. 1. A person placed in the detention room shall have the right to:

1) dispose of the objects handed over for safekeeping listed in & 7 item 1 point 2 above unless they have been retained;

2) receive a meal three times a day including at least one hot meal as well as beverages in case of he or she is thirsty and in case of justified health reasons also a diet prescribed by a doctor; the meals should be prepared according to the requirements presented below:
a) a calorific value of a meal defined according to the standards listed in the Ordinance of the Ministry of the Interior and the Administration dated 12th September 2002 concerning the nutrition  received by the police and nutrition standards should be as follows:

- 60% of the school standard, however not less than 2600 kcal,

- 75% of the school standard, however not less than 3200 in case of pregnant women and persons under 18,

b) the value of the standard listed in a) above should be increased by 50 % in case a detained person has been transported under convoy for over 6 hours,

c) if the meals for the detained persons are prepared in prisons or custody suites subject to the Ministry of Justice, the applicable standards shall be the ones listed in the ordinance of the Minister of Justice dated September 2nd, 2003 concerning the daily calorific value of the nutrition and diet types served to persons detained in prisons and custody suites (Polish Journal of Laws no. 167, item 1633 and Polish Journal of Laws of 2006 no. 48 item 457),
d) the meals shall be served within at least 6 hours from the moment of detention and at the following times:

- breakfast: 7:00- 8:00 a.m.,

- lunch: 12:00 – 2:00 p.m.,

- dinner: 6:00- 7:00 p.m.

e) an intoxicated person whose stay in the detention room has not exceeded 12 hours shall not receive a meal.

f) a person placed in the detention centre until sober shall receive a beverage in case of thirst and especially such beverage as tea, coffee or water.

3) use medical service;

4) use sanitary facilities and personal hygiene products;

5) keep religious objects provided that they shall not present any risk to safety of the detention room;

6) practice religious beliefs and use religious service in a way that does not impair the safety and order in the detention room,
7) use the press,

8) buy at his or her own expense tobacco products and the press and keep it in the detention room as well as personal hygiene items on conditions that those items and their packaging does not present a threat to order or safety in the detention room;

9) smoke tobacco in a designated place after having received the permission of the police officer on duty;

10) receive parcels after they have been checked in presence of a detained person containing clothing, shoes and other personal items including personal hygiene and first aid items as well as medication (upon the permission of the doctor); the medication shall be given to the detained person either by the doctor or by the police officer according to the doctor´s instructions;

11) make claims as well as forward requests and applications to the police officer in charge of the detention room and the head or the organizational unit in which the detention room is located.
2. A detained person shall have the reasonable possibility to make use his or her rights described in section 1 point 8 helped of a police officer, however not more often than once a day.

& 12.1. A person who has been detained or brought to the detention centre to be placed there until sober shall:

1) follow these Regulations;

2) follow the orders of the police officer in charge of the detention room;

3) comply with the curfew between 10:00 p.m. – 6:00 a.m. and on holidays until 7 a.m.

4) comply with community living standards;
5) take care of personal hygiene and keep the detention room clean;

7) use the detention room according to its purpose;

7) immediately inform the police officer on duty about any illness, self-mutilation or any other potentially threatening event,

2. An intoxicated person kept in the detention centre until sober shall be charged for the stay in the detention room.

& 13.1 A person released from the detention room shall be returned all documentation, means of payment and objects deposited for safekeeping. The means of payment and any other objects shall not be returned to the detained person if they have been kept in order to secure any existing claims or due to enforcement of an administrative decision.
2. In case a person has been released in order to be transported to a different location, a convoy head or a guard shall take over a part of deposited items  for the duration of the convoy, and especially the documentation, equipment used for communication purposes and for recording and reproducing information, as well as other items listed in & 7 section 1 point 2 c above, with the exception of shoe laces, a belt and a scarf; after reaching the target location he shall hand over the documentation, means of payment and items listed above to the authorised person in charge.

3. The items deposited for safekeeping can be handed over to an authorised person upon an application in writing of the deposit owner.
